SELECTION:  Selection will be made by the KIECA selection committee with written notice to the recipient prior to the award in May.  

METHOD OF AWARD: The scholarship recipient will be required to notify the KIECA Board of his or her final school choice and the due date for payment with the associated evidence of billing from the school..  The money will be sent directly to the school upon verification of the student’s enrollment.
